Social Media use out of school

However, parents and carers have a responsibility to ensure that their children are using social media (if they are allowed) maturely to communicate kindly and appropriately with others.  It is not appropriate for us to use our behaviour systems to sanction children’s use of social media during evenings and weekends.
